/ PUNCTUALITY: \

The doors and gates open at 8:30am to allow children enough time to
put their book bags and coats away, for parents and carers to talk to
the class teacher and for Morning Challenges to be completed.

If your child is not in their classroom at 8.40am they will receive a late
mark. Any time after 9:10am they will receive an unauthorised absence
for the morning.

Learning starts at 8:40am promptly in the morning, it is vital you teach
your child from an early age the importance of punctuality and

attendance. /

VOMITING AND DIARRHOEA

Children MUST be kept away from school if they have vomited or had
diarrhoea. They must also be clear of ANY symptoms for 48 HOURS befor

returning.

You must also contact school on each day your
child is ill to confirm their absence, unless you can
inform the office of a date your child will return.

Failure to contact will result in the absence being
recorded as unauthorised.
